NOI, Borrego Solar, to construct two ground-mounted solar electric generating systems on Assessors Map 22, Lots 35 and 36, to include security fencing, gravel access road, solar modules mounted on racking secured to the ground, to cover approximately 8 acres of the 15.5 acres in the two parcels.
