Members Present:  Joe Feeney, Russ Forsythe, Bill Stone, Jerry Kelliher, Kathy Creighton, Denis Bergin, Mike Noonan

7:00 p.m.  Open Space update.   Joe has talked to Jim Watson, OCPC, and report is ready to go to state, just waiting for response from Park & Rec.  

Continued hearing, 84-486, NOI, 999 Adams Street, to expand existing facility construction of building and parking area and site utilities within the 100 foot buffer zone of a bordering vegetated wetland.  Russ Wheatley - requested a continuation, to January 26th.  Motion to continue January 26, 2015, made by Kathy, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.  

Determination of Applicability, 55 Ekstrom Circle, Betty Hunt.  Mike Emery - they  had received an emergency certification, requiring silt sock be installed.   Denis had gone out to the site and silt sock has been installed.   Motion to approve made by Kathy,  seconded by Jerry, unanimous.   

#84-478, 275 Chestnut Street update.   Elliott Paturzo - they have put up a sign with DEP file number and 1200' of silt sock is in place.  Commission needs to inspect before they can go further.  Kathy - had seen it and thought it looked fine, installed all along the water.   They will remove brush and logs and take them off site.   In spring they will plant grass and bushes.   They are  not doing any work on site other than temporary chairs and fence for the exhibit, and the exhibit will be outside buffer zone.   They will be shuttling people back and forth from off-site parking location.   Kathy - board still wants a filing on the rest of the work after cleanup for exhibit.   

Request for Certificate of Compliance, #84-457, 109 Dale Street, Chris Demars.   Chris - house was completed two years ago.  Order of Conditions was amended to add pool; this is for entire parcel.  Denis and Jerry had gone out to site.  Motion to issue made by Kathy, seconded by Mike, unanimous.  

Request for Extension, #84-409, 121 Randolph Street, Bay State Square LLC.    Atty. Reilly  suggested Jerry and Mike step down.  Shawn attended with Frank Bridgeman and Tony Pusateri who had received approvals from the ZBA, Conservation and Planning Board several years back.  They have done 21E work in the interim.  Clean up is almost completed.  Nova Armstrong and Kelly Engineering have been working with them.  Original O of C was automatically extended with the Permit Extension Act for four years.  They are requesting additional extension so they can continue site work and eventually construction work.   

Denis - original O of C issued in 2008, good for three years, then additional four years for Permit Extension Act, bringing it up to January 28, 2015.  Board can extend it for three years.  Kathy - this board isn't familiar with this project; not comfortable extending something the board knows nothing about.  Shawn - they have worked with neighbors.  They have alerted building office and neighbors to keep them up to date.  Kathy - asked about status of other permits from other boards.  Shawn - they don't expire per se.  All permits are in place except this.    Frank Bridgeman - they are trying to complete the 21E work, which requires the removal of the slab.  In order to do that, they were going to continue on the process.  It is basically a river restoration project, which the previous commission had approved.  There are two separate culverts that run under the building and they were going to remove those.  This would be a modification of the river and a reconnection of those flows.  It is more a restoration project of the front section to make the property more suitable.  In order to complete the whole environmental aspect, the slab has to be removed  and the soil has to be tested.   It is all the front section of the site right now in order to do the river restoration project.  He doesn't think they will go much further than that at this time.  It will be quite an extensive job to do the removal and the restoration and stabilize the area.   

Joe asked for brief overview of project.  Frank  - proposal was for 105 units of over 55 housing, consisting of two buildings containing  60 units and 45 units on either side of the river.  Most of work was in restoration of river, opening culverts.  Bill asked about time line.  Frank - if they redesign, they would have to come back to board.   At this particular time, they want to clean up site, close out the environmental and do wetlands restoration so it is stabilized.   There is running water under the building, and there is a grate in the concrete floor that if you pull it up, you can see the water.  There is a 24 inch and 48 inch concrete pipe there which will be eliminated.  There will still be water, but redirected.    They have done studies for other boards that have been reviewed by town's engineers.  Nova Armstrong did environmental work.   Shawn - there had been a lot of hearings at the time with various boards and the neighbors.   Rerouting the open stream that can be seen from Randolph Street was redesigned so that it would be, when the water was redirected, piped back up to the top of the head of that open stream to keep it as it is.  All the calcs were made to make sure enough volume would get through.  DEP was involved because they had been approved for onsite treatment plant.  That may not have to be constructed now that sewer is being negotiated with Brockton.  Kathy - it is a complicated project.  Frank - will probably take 6-12 months for restoration.   He wants to get 21E completed and signed off.  He can leave the pipe in place, but it would be better to complete it.  

Shawn - they need more time to complete the project.  They already started the clean-up in doing the demolition in the 21E area that was not covered by concrete.  The next phase is to remove the concrete and pavement and cleaning up underneath it.  That would allow them to have the entire site cleaned and stabilize the wetlands and river before any new construction gets moving.  

Kathy - concerned that the board really doesn't know the project.  With the automatic extensions, it's going to be a ten year project, and a lot of the neighbors may have comments.  Shawn - any revisions have to go back to Conservation and ZBA.  Neighbors know what has been proposed, and there are neighbors who have kept in touch on this.   Denis - due to board being unfamiliar with this project, wondered about an extension to review material.  They are asking the board to sign off on something that somebody else did.   Joe - would the board be more comfortable if this was continued for two weeks?  Shawn - they could come back with David Kelly, Kelly Engineering, to the next meeting.  The neighbors are in support because they know the property is being cleaned up.   If the board would like to do a site walk prior to the 26th, they can arrange that.  They will have David Kelly pull out information on the river.   Shawn requested the extension be ready to be signed on the 26th.   Shawn will arrange to get the engineer for the site walk and notify the board of the date.  

Motion to continue to January 26th made by Kathy, seconded by Russ, unanimous.     

Request for Certificate of Compliance, ACC#3, 177 Jean Carol Road.  Denis walked it.   Bob Crowell   submitted grading plan.  House and septic has been pushed more away from wetlands.  Silt sock is still in place, and the lot is vegetated.  Each lot has its own septic system.  

Motion to issue a Certificate of Compliance made by Mike, seconded by Denis, unanimous.  

Minutes - November 24, 2014 - motion to approve made by Kathy, seconded by Russ, six ayes, one  abstention (Mike).   

Building Permits/site visits - Jerry reviewed building permits signed - four lots on Jean Carol Road - no problems, 326 Plymouth Street - for demo permit, 267 N. Quincy Street - shed for temporary storage.
