7:00 p.m.   Continued hearing, 84-488, NOI, Borrego Solar, Karen Lane/Rockland Street.  Email was received requesting continuation to May 11, 2015; waiting for a letter from PMP Associates, the Planning Board's reviewing engineers.    Board felt this was a reasonable request.   Denis did a site visit - site is all rocks and ravines, thought they would have to bring in fill to make it level.  Mike - the way it was explained previously, they would not be bringing in fill.  Board would like clarification at the next meeting.  Kathy Ross, 394 Rockland Street - asked who was surveying the property.  Borrego is doing it as part of the requirements for Planning Board.  

Motion to continue the hearing to May 11, 2015 at 7 p.m. made by Jerry, seconded by Russ, unanimous.

Continued hearing, 84-489,  568 Linwood Street, Gertrude Mills, Gertrude Mills Life Estate.   John Cotter - hearing had been held over for site walk to check on delineation.  Mike went by - it's an open field, flagging is out there.  They aren't removing trees or shrubs.  John - they will be taking out portion of lawn to put in driveway.  Denis - did site visit.  John reviewed the location of the wetlands on the plans.   
Motion to accept the plans and close the hearing made by Mike, seconded by Russ, unanimous.
Continued hearing, 84-490, Town of Abington, 201 Gliniewicz Way, for the construction of new co-located High School/Middle School/Pre-K.  Rich Testa, Chairman, School Building Committee, introduced  Mary Mahoney, KBA, Project Manager; Roger Boddie, KBA, Assistant Project Manager; Cari Orsi, Pare, Senior Project Engineer;  Laura Hastings, Pare, Senior Environmental Scientist, and Felicia Moschella, School Administration.  Abutters were notified by Certificate of Mailing.  
Ms. Orsi  reviewed site features.   The proposed construction would be behind the existing building.  Flagging was done in February 2014, and reviewed for location of flags in March.    Gave storm water overview.   They are proposing replication with 30% more than area impacted.  Topography  is higher at street and drops off lower in back.  They will try to keep same topography.   Drainage - they upgrading the whole system and will meet MA standards.  The three areas of underground systems were pointed out.  
The project got approvals from Planning and Zoning on April 14, 2015.  Mike - how much fill will be needed for fields?  Ms. Orsi - 8-10' in some areas, 2-4' in others due to high ground water.  Existing fields  will be filled in.  Building elevation is 139.  Joe - will they have enough for 2:1 replication, and how much bank is going to be disturbed?  Ms. Orsi - they will try to do more than the 30% more than what is disturbed, but they are limited.  There will be 24' of  permanently disturbed bank.  
Board asked if stream was intermittent.  Ms. Hastings - has looked at it and checked stream stats program.   Didn't show up on MassGIS maps as stream; didn't meet criteria.  
Denis - had question on the letter to Matthew Cote, Beals & Thomas, from Cari Orsi regarding "previously disturbed" resource areas on the edge of athletic field.  Ms. Hastings was unaware of any dumping.  
Ms. Orsi - nothing will be stockpiled within 100' of wetlands.  Erosion controls are indicated on the plans.   The limit of work re the intermittent stream will be within 10'.  Board didn't think site walk was necessary; everyone is familiar with the site.  Denis had gone out and noted flow will drain towards the headwall.    
Motion to close the hearing and accept the plans as proposed made by Mike, seconded by Russ, unanimous.
