Meeting with Mark Hanna and Gary Coughlan re 225 Brockton Avenue.    Mr. Hanna currently has a 20 car license and wants an increase.  Parking would be behind building, 150' away from wetlands.  Board wants a NOI filing, with a more exact plan.  Currently the cars are by the river; they should be at least 25' from the river.  The board is concerned with discharges from vehicles.  Would like a fence to keep cars from the river.  Lighting would have to go through the Planning Board.    Joe - they should get cars off dirt.   They shouldn't do anything till they come back with the NOI.   They will try to get NOI in for 6/22, but 7/13 if not.   Mr. Coughlan requested to trim trees over the station.  Kathy - wants NOI submitted before they do anything.  A botanist can determine the wetlands for them.   It is a 2 acre site.
