Joe will call him and explain that he needs to come before the board on July 13th, or it will be denied.   

Motion to continue to July 13th made by Mike, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.  

ANRAD, 84-491, Amour Estates Realty Trust, to confirm wetland resource areas located at 169 N. Quincy Street.   Scott Faria of  Holmgren Engineering - they are requesting approval for a series of    wetland lines.  Property has been flagged and located on the plans.  They need this to proceed with development plan.   It is wooded property with three different wetlands areas, near Dunkin Donuts Plaza.  Looks like trenches had been cut into the property to direct water.   There is no stream, brook or pond, just low topographic areas where water collects at certain times of the year.  
Ken Laidlaw, 319 Hampton Way, Gables - abuts this property and wanted clarification on stream location.   There isn't one indicated on plans.  Applicant's botanist took vegetation into account.  It is drainage from Gables.   Mike requested they bring botanist to next meeting and clarify whose property swale is on.   Mr. Laidlaw - he's not close to this and stream wouldn't be near him.  
Motion by Mike to continue to July 13th at 7 p.m., seconded by Jerry, unanimous.    Owner okayed board to go out and look.   
Enforcement Order on illegal dumping on Randolph/Ekstrom Circle.  Jerry gave an update.   He had gone on a site walk with the Health Agent, and saw debris dumped under leaves.  There is a video someone took of person dumping the debris and complaint has already gone to court.   Sharon had suggested commission issue a report and fines for filling in wetlands.  Is going to court, and hearing is in August.  This is different circumstance, because the person that did the dumping isn't the property owner.   Town of Abington is property owner.   Joe offered to call DEP regarding this situation to see how we enforce it and will talk to Town Manager.  Will be brought up at next meeting.
