7:00 p.m.  Joe thanked the board for their patience during his absence.  

Open Space update - board will be notified if it is on the Planning Board agenda.  

Continued hearing, #84-486, NOI, 999 Adams Street, Brandon Duffel, 999 Adams Street LLC, to expand existing facility construction of building and parking area and site utilities within the 100' buffer zone of a bordering vegetated wetland.  Motion to open the hearing made by Jerry, seconded by Kathy, unanimous.     

John Cotter and Russ Wheatley gave the presentation.   Submitted drainage calcs., site plan, approval letter from ZBA, and EIS.  They had been requested to get in touch with Mass. DOT to see if there was anything they could do to assist with the drainage.  John had tried several times and hasn't gotten a response back yet.   Property is on north side of Adams Street, by town line of Weymouth and Abington.  Business is Precast Specialties, used to make precast concrete items.  Proposal is to construct a 51' x 321' building.  Design conforms to WPA and stormwater management.   Drainage will flow through a series of best management practice  structures, deep sub catch basins with gas traps.  There will be two separate sedimentation basins.  Detention basin has been designed for 2, 10 and 100 year storms.  Will hold up to 100 year storm design.   From storm design it goes to outfall, to a grass swale and then into an area of BVW.   

Site has been approved by the ZBA.   They have filed with the Planning Board and will be before it on November 3rd.    It is currently being reviewed by the town's engineer.    There is no proposed filling of any wetlands on the site.   They are within 100' of a buffer zone of a BVW.  Part of the building and part of the parking area and drainage are within the 100' buffer zone.  

The applicants are very good neighbors, take care of their site, aware of the residential housing that is close to them.         

It is not in the 100 year flood zone.  Kathy was concerned with property across the street, although they are reducing impact to drainage.  Water table is down about 6', and they are about 2' lower than existing system.  They are doing perk tests this week.  It will infiltrate into the detention basin, but they aren't designing it for infiltration because they weren't sure where the water table was.    It's at existing grade and are building up.  It drops down from Adams Street about 4'.  They are creating a berm around the other three sides and leaving it at existing grade.     
Joe - MassDOT was going to improve the drainage that comes down from Route 18 with the widening project.  John - he has been trying to get in touch with them to see if they can help them, but he hasn't heard back from them.    Kathy felt there was a back-up somewhere.    John has walked property from one end to the other, and ditch is wide and it is clear, then goes through fence, 5' wide and 3.5' deep ditch that runs beyond the wetlands line to a pipe that runs underneath the railroad to pick up all that runoff.  He didn't find any kind of blockage.  

Drainage calcs are still being reviewed by Planning Board.  Kathy would prefer to wait until they have Planning Board's input.   John asked if they could clear land now.  Board felt they should wait.  Board didn't have an issue with the wetlands line.  

Motion to continue the hearing to November 10th at 7:00 p.m. made by Bill, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.    They will forward the revised calcs.

Meeting with Paul Healey, 114 Dorsey Street - Commission had gotten email that there had been possible filling.  Denis had gone out to site, and Mr. Healey thought everything was fine.   He had looked at the maps on line and there may be a little at the back, but it was far away from the area he was doing work.  Three trees had been knocked over in a storm, and he chopped them up.  There were saplings and shrubbery in the backyard that he had taken out and had grass planted.   Got rid of a pile of dirt in the middle.  Jerry asked about drains or pipes.   Mr. Healey - they are still there.  He just wanted to clean his yard.  If you drive down the street towards the field, you can see the entire yard and the work he did.  Mr. Healey asked about fence - if he replaces it he would need to file an RDA if he is within 100'  of wetlands.  

Request for Certificate of Compliance, 77 East Street (Lot 4), ACC #7, Musterfield Investments LLC.  Jerry excused himself from the table.   John Cotter - all the work is done.   Lot is barely within the buffer zone.  Motion to approve the Certificate of Compliance for Lot 4, ACC#7, made by Kathy, seconded by Russ, unanimous.
