7:00 p.m.   Re-organization of Board - Russ nominated Mike as Chair, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.   Mike nominated Jerry for Vice Chair, seconded by Russ, unanimous.  
Continued hearing, 84-488, NOI, Borrego Solar, Karen Lane/Rockland Street.    Joe was unable to get in touch with David Albrecht.  Project is still in front of the Planning Board.  Board would like update and Joe will try to get in touch with David Albrecht again.  
ANRAD, 84-491, Amour Estates Realty Trust, to confirm wetland resource areas located at 169 N. Quincy Street.    Representative from Holmgren Engineering attended.    Philip Clemons, Tunk Associates, had delineated the property in October 2014 and had visited site several times last fall and this spring.  There was not quite an intermittent stream near the State Park.   Opened to floor, with no comments.
 Motion to approve plans dated June 4, 2015, Map 13, Plot 1, 169 N. Quincy Street by Russ, seconded by Jim, unanimous.  
Mark Hanna, 225 Brockton Avenue - submitted plan showing proposed parking - taken from survey from 2001.  There are vehicles on river bank.  Board wants wetlands flagged.  Board had asked him to move vehicles off grass on to the hot top.  Board wants botanist report, wetlands flagged.   Vehicles are parked in the wetlands.  He shouldn't be within 200' of river.  Mike took pictures at 6:45 tonight.  The board had asked him last time to put up some sort of barrier so he couldn't park that close.   Mr. Hanna - his proposal was for cars to be in the upland area .  He's still parking cars close to river.   Mike - bring botanist out and flag wetlands, come back with plan.   Board wants details, distance on plans, move cars as far from river as possible.   He should file NOI and board suggested he hire an engineer to handle this.  
Request for Extension #84-421, Cleveland Pond Estates -  Dave Seoane - property was purchased in 2005 and was approved for 6 lot subdivision with Planning Board.  Order of Conditions was  issued in  9/2008 and is requesting extension of Order of Condition.  Dave contacted Greg DeCesare of DEP, who  recommended reflagging property, which was done in December 2014 by Brooke Monroe.   Original flagging was done in 2006 and received a Superseding Order of Conditions.  
Road partially comes within 100', and with new line, it would just be outside the 100' buffer, but because the subdivision is in excess of five lots, stormwater management would still apply.  Plan shows the delineation and locus map.  Brooke's flagging comes within the property up to the stone wall that is there now.  The site starts at 200 elevation and goes down to 150.  Showed original line in 2005.  There had been an appeal and it went into litigation.  With new flagging, they lose about an acre of land.  Looking for extension, based on new flagging.   Board is welcome to go out there.   Mike - he's walked it with Dave and Carl Garvey.   It's not hydraulic soil.       
Motion to extend Order of Conditions based on plans dated 2/5/2015 made by Cliff, seconded by Russ, unanimous.  
NOI, 84-492, 0 Chestnut Street, Crowley Construction.  Motion to open the hearing made by Mike, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.   Azu Etoniru, E. T. Engineering,  attended with Paul Crowley and gave presentation.  Proposal is for 7 unit residential condo development on Lot 5 on Assessors Map 50.   Property was part of Michael Pohorecky Estate.  This piece is the remaining  portion of what was Lot 3 on Map 50.  Property is a 38 acre parcel, lot of habitat and wetlands.  Did test pits in 2009 with Health agent.  Gave background on ownership of property.  They did test pits and found ledge.  The project went from 22 unit plan down to 7 units.   
They are proposing four buildings.  The lines are good to June 2017 due to Permit Extension Act.  They have scaled down project.  Have been before Planning Board and were continued to September.  All their activities are within 100' of wetland resources.  There is no disturb area of 10', and in some areas it is more than 10'.  They had gone through the National Heritage with previous filing.  They will be similar to duplexes on 123/Mill Street.  Did drainage calcs, and it is conservatively designed.  There will be four buildings with seven dwellings.  Roof drains have recharge, but didn't include that in calcs analysis.  There are three recharge locations.  Reviewed drainage  summary (attached).  Area E-1 drains southeasterly, Area E-2 drains southwesterly.     They provide more than twice what is required for stormwater recharge.    Has runoff going to swales, grassed with domed grate.  In all storm events they exceed requirements.   Should drain within 72 hours.   Water is being contained on site.   Roof drain recharge is not figured in, so this is overdesigned.  PMP's comments were to put elevations on the plans.  Brooke Monroe submitted report on impact to wetland resources.   
Azu requested the board find the project well done as far as pollution control and stormwater management.   Believes they will have sewer connection in the future.   
Mike - had a question on raised grates and what happens with regular maintenance.  Azu - maintenance report is in NOI.  Mike - would condo association be responsible?  Yes.    Mike requested report  be sent to board annually on maintenance.    Azu - agreed - it could be subject to regular inspections.   There are roof drains and roof recharge on every building which is shown on plan C-4.   Cliff - will conditions be  attached to deeds? Yes - Order of Conditions is recorded.   Paul - it is a Form A lot so they can connect to sewer for one building right now.   Has been told it's only a matter of time.  They met with Planning Board last Monday.  It has been checked by PMP for stormwater management.  
Russell Phillips, 280 Chestnut Street and 274 Chestnut Street - question on right of way going up to back part.   Paul - right of way is on record.  Question on 100 year floodplain - is it in that district?   It is not in FEMA flood zone, but in FPWPD for Town.  
Project will be three duplexes and one single.  Closed to the floor and brought back to table.  
Motion to close the hearing made by Cliff, seconded by Mike, unanimous.  Motion to accept the plans dated June 10, 2015, Map 50, Lot 5, made by Jerry, seconded by Russ, unanimous.  
Enforcement order on illegal dumping Randolph Street/Ekstrom Circle  - Mike - was it necessary because legal action is being taken by the Police Dept. and Board of Health?   Jerry - he dumped in the wetlands, it should be addressed.  Joe will contact DEP to see if action is against the land owner (Town of Abington) or the person dumping  in the wetlands.  Will check with Town Manager also.  Board questioned whether it has the authority to fine a person who doesn't own the property.   Motion to postpone to next meeting made by Mike, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.
