7:00 p.m.  ANRAD, James Rourke, to confirm wetlands delineation, 10 McCue Circle.  Motion to open hearing made by Jim, Cliff, unanimous.

John Keegan, SITEC Engineering, gave presentation.  Previous delineation had expired, so it has been re-delineated and they would like to get it approved again.  Mr. Kelliher - asked if there had been any changes from previous plan.  Mr. Keegan - there has been slight variation in the line, but other than that, nothing has changed.  Abutters had been notified.  There had been a Notice of Intent filed previously  when they did the subdivision (2007).  They will file a new NOI if they are going to do any work.  Subdivision hasn't been completed yet.  This would be the last lot to be developed.  Mike - how would you get to the lot (71)?  Through McCue Circle.  This was supposed to be a temporary turn around.  The detention pond is there, and some maintenance was done on it, and some vegetation cut away.   Mike didn't see a problem with the delineation.  They will be coming back with a NOI.      

Opened to the floor:
Kevin Blakeman, 1643 Fay Brook Road, Sharon, Vermont, abutter on the lower side - concerned that there is water draining down on to his property because the road wasn't completed.   Manholes are up 2 inches because the final coat of blacktop wasn't put on.  Mike - that would be Planning Board issue.   Mr. Blakeman was concerned about this adversely effecting their property.   Mike - if they come back with NOI, they will have to make sure that water on their property does not leave their property; they are responsible for their own water.   Mr. Blakeman - what if they have already increased the wetlands on their property?   Cliff - Mr. Rourke probably has a bond on the road; check with the Planning Board.  Mike - the only issue for this board is delineation on 10 McCue Circle.  Mr. Blakeman's questions are for the Planning Board as far as the road.   He should try to get on the Planning Board agenda to discuss this.

Rick Prewitt, 6 McCue Circle - if this is approved, do they still have to go by town regulations?  Yes.  Wondered where the driveway would be?

Mr. Blakeman - his notice was not accurate and contained the wrong phone numbers.  He had left a message and no one got back to him.  Jerry - he called him back and explained what the meeting was for.  The road is nothing to do with tonight's meeting.    Mike - this meeting has nothing to do with road, just delineation.  If the land is developed, they will have to come back with NOI, and abutters will be notified again.    Notice was confusing.

Motion to close hearing, Cliff, seconded by Jim, unanimous.  Motion to approve the delineation made by Jim, seconded by Cliff, unanimous.  
Cliff - questioned status of Borrego.  Mike - it is on hold right now.  

Jim - question on Ekstrom Circle.  Mike - the neighbors had used the area around the pump station as their own dump - grass clippings, branches.  He is going to email the town manager to see when he can sit down with him; the wood is still there, and what can we do about town property.  

Building permits - Jerry signed three building permits and there were no wetlands involved.  

Minutes - July 27, 2015 - motion to approve made by Jim, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.
