NOI, 84-496, 380 North Avenue, Walsh Mechanical Contractors, for construction of 35' x 125' addition, 26' x 60' addition, 15' x 40' loading dock, 40' x 60' roof overhang, 20' x 20' loading dock and construction of a filled wetlands area and replication of wetlands area at 380 North Avenue.    

John Cotter, from the Russell Wheatley Co. gave the presentation   Paul LeBel would like to expand the business to have more area for materials and storage space.  They are proposing two additions on the building, one on the northern rear of the building 35' x 125' and on the east end would be 20' x 20' loading dock which would be used for trucks to back into and ease of access.  The second addition would be on the easterly side of the building 26' x 60' and adjoined to that would be a loading dock 15' x 40' with a roof over it.  They are proposing a small amount of filling for foot access around the building and a replication area is shown.  Wetlands filling is approximately 500 s.f. and replication is 1350 s.f.  All the work is being done within the 100' buffer zone.  The work is being done in areas that are already impervious.  The area is all paved, so it wasn't necessary for them to calculate the zero increase in runoff because they're not increasing the runoff,   Just going from a paved area to a roof area.  A small amount of grading is to be done in the rear at the loading dock to enable a box truck to back into the loading dock.  
There is minimal amount of grading to be done, but it is all to be repaved, so no increase in pavement or impervious area.  

Loading dock will be under proposed roof overhang.  It's all going on existing asphalt.  Joe - is there any asphalt curbing?  There is no berm.  The distance from the northeast corner to wetlands is 6'.   Kathy - looked at DEP wetlands maps, and it indicated they are in the FEMA 100 year floodplain and it showed an intermittent stream.  Saw riprap on site.  John has talked to the botanist and there is no vegetation in the stone-lined stream, and all grass on the other side, so not really what would be delineated as BVW.   Kathy - riprap looked like it was fairly new, and had questions on the intermittent stream.  John  will look into it.   There was no replication plan, which was requested.  Kathy had questions on the delineation and felt buildings were too close to wetlands on both corners.  Board agreed.  John - wasn't looking for vehicle access behind building, just by foot.    Question of whether there is access for emergency vehicles.  John will review it with the Fire Department.  Storm water report is needed.  

Open to floor:
William O'Brien, 41 Platt Street, lives behind this property.  Concerned with noise.  Mike - that would probably be the Board of Health.  Mr. O'Brien - his backyard is wet now, will this make it worse?  Mike - that's why they are looking into the distance at the northeast corner.  

Corners are 6' and 10' from the wetlands.  Mike - suggested he check with the Fire Department re access around building.  

Laura Hopkins, 384 North Avenue - looks like access road is coming in behind her house.  Access road would be a Planning Board issue.

Mike - hearing should be continued.  John will talk with the Fire Department as far as access around the building.  Board would like 12-15' between building and wetlands; could they take a corner off the building?.  Kathy - suggested some sort of berm in corners.  

Motion to continue to June 13th at 7 p.m. made by Kathy, seconded by Jim, unanimous.

Building Permits - no conservation issues.

Minutes - May 9, 2016 - motion to approve made by Kathy, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.
