7:00 p.m.  Motion to open the meeting made by Jim, seconded by Russ, unanimous.

Meeting re 225 Brockton Avenue.  Letter and botanist's report received from Panduka Dabare regarding 225 Brockton Avenue.   Mr. Dabare did not attend.  They are not going forward with any improvements to expand  the parking.  As long as they are not expanding or further encroaching, the motion was made by Russ, seconded by Jerry to close this discussion, unanimous.

Request for Determination filed by Danecca Development, LLC, to complete previously approved Century Estates subdivision roadway, utilities, drainage and sewer construction off Cynthia Road, Murphy Street and Dorsey Street.  Richard Rosen, Danecca Development, LLC, explained they are here for expired RDA issued back in 2007.  Subdivision was approved in 2007.   Mr. Rosen was in negotiations when Mr. Kourafas passed away.  He has signed an agreement to buy.  He is looking for the same negative determination that was issued in 2007.  Mike - nothing has changed  and doesn't feel the board should tie them up.  He just wants to finish the project.  Mr. Rosen - the original Determination had a stipulation that any lot within 100' of a drainage/detention pond would have to go for a NOI for each lot.  The WPA doesn't protect detention basins any longer, so they would like it taken out.  There aren't any wetlands on the property.  There was some concern that this would still come under the town's bylaws.     
Atty. Shawn Reilly - they are fine with it complying with the town bylaw.  Detention ponds are there now.    

Motion to issue negative determination with condition that lots within 100' of detention basins/drainage come back with NOI, based on 2008 plan made by Jerry, seconded by Jim, unanimous.  Motion to close the hearing made by Jim, seconded by Russ, unanimous.  

Motion to re-open meeting regarding 225 Brockton Avenue made by Russ, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.  Mark Hanna, Auto Number One, 225 Brockton Avenue attended for property owner.  Board is in receipt of botanist's report from Pinebrook Consulting.  The board was looking for a plan with the flagging for the file.   Board wants to close this out.  They shouldn't go within 25' of flagging.   They would have to come back to the board if they want to expand.   
They can go with existing plan.  If they are going to encroach closer or do anything else, they would have to come back before the board.  

Motion to close discussion made by Russ, seconded by Jerry, unanimous.    

Minutes - August 24, 2015 - motion to approve made by Jerry, seconded by Jim, unanimous.  

Building Permits - there were no conservation issues with building permits.
